Program Details

Selected Libraries of British Columbia in collaboration with related Boards of Education and Tutor World BC are providing access to a certified peer tutor initiative that features students helping students online. 

Tutor World BC is a program that provides the opportunity for Post Secondary students to learn how to tutor online to become a certified online Peer Tutor. Upon successful completion of the online Peer Tutoring course, priority consideration for a paid tutoring position with Tutor World BC will be available.

Subject areas for online tutoring are primarily Math and Science however, we are accepting applications for English, ELL/ESL and  Social Studies. All tutor training will be for Grades 6 to 9 students.

In preparation for the September 2012 school year, Tutor World BC is providing access to the online tutor training course for a 12 week period starting April 1, 2012 and ending June 15, 2012.

How do I qualify?

FIRST:  You must be a Post Secondary registered student with above average skills and knowledge in the subject areas that you wish to learn to peer tutor. You must have an aptitude for explaining concepts. Prior tutoring experience is an asset.

SECONDLY, you must have the following at home: a Macintosh or Windows based PC (Vista or Windows 7) with the latest version of Internet Explorer, Firefox or Safari browser and high speed Internet. You will also require a headset with microphone.  (If you do not have a microphone, one can purchased for $15 from Tutor World BC)

THIRDLY AND MOST IMPORTANTLY, you must be available a minimum of three hours per week until you have completed the course requirements. The current tutoring days are Sunday to Thursday from 6 to 9 p.m.

What would you do as a Tutor?

Using a home PC you would, enter into a virtual space that has a whiteboard and a text message box.  Using these tools and audio, you would help students work through their homework and study concerns.  You would:
· explain using audio and/or text
· draw diagrams and write problems on the whiteboard, erase, use colour and chat as you write and explain
· explain to students how to use the whiteboard tools
· upload pre-designed worksheets or .jpg pictures to use to assist with explanations

How does the online program work?

· Students sign in – you communicate either by text message or audio
· They tell you their question, you work through the problem step by step, model it, have them explain what they think and/or correct and instruct.
· You log the student name, type of interaction and topic discussed.
· At the end of each week you send in a log sheet to your mentor teacher
· At the end of each month you will send in a summary of the log sheets with anecdotal comments that will make up part of your course assignment.

What else should I know?

If you are accepted to the training program, or are hired to provide Peer Tutoring, you should be aware that while you are working online with students:
· A mentor teacher  will have the capacity to listen in or monitor the session with or without your knowledge.
· Your sessions may be recorded for quality assurance purposes.
